Mayor Jerry Brasseale briefly discussed the meeting with Chris Alexander (Stone) concerning City of Pleasant Grove’s investments.


OFFICERS OF THE CITY REPORTS 

Recarda Cobb informed everyone that Tuesday, June 10, 2025, candidates may begin qualifying to run for Mayor and Council.

Chief Daniel Reid stated that he is celebrating thirty (30) years of service at City of Pleasant Grove.  He thanked the Mayor, Council, and citizens for their support over the years.

John Williamson stated that all is well.

Attorney J D Terry provided first reading on the demolition of 809 12th Lane, Pleasant Grove, Alabama 35127.


COMMITTEE REPORTS

Councilor Ray Lassiter wished all men a “Happy Father’s Day” and challenged all men to be fathers outside of their homes.  Councilor Lassiter said that Faith Chapel Church will be doing volunteer work in several communities and stated that he will be speaking at a nursing home located in Pleasant Grove.  Also, Councilor Lassiter introduced and gave a plaque to Shaniece Hooks (Health Science Teacher at Pleasant Grove High School).  Ms. Hooks gave an overview of general safety procedures, demonstrated how to administer CPR, and stated that she will be offering two free CPR certifications.  Lastly, Councilor Lassiter gave an update on the Birmingham Water Works project that will start on 13th Street.


Councilor Kevin Dunn thanked Ms. Shaniece Hooks for the CPR presentation, talked about working with the elderly concerning the unhealthy living conditions they’re experiencing, and thanked John Williamson (Building Inspector) for looking into the poor building condition.  He encouraged citizens to spend more time with the elderly, discussed BlueCross/BlueSheild upcoming health fair at United Methodist Church, and talked about resolving an issue with a hanging powerline.  Also, Councilor Dunn thanked Alabama Power for getting power turned back on in a timely manner during the storm, contacted Jefferson County Commissioner Jimmie Stephens about a potentially dangerous tree falling in the road, and gave an update on park renovations.  Lastly, he thanked Attorney J D Terry for first reading on the 809 12th Lane demolition.

Councilor Eric Calhoun stated that his committees are doing well, congratulated Chief Daniel Reid on his thirty (30) year anniversary, and thanked Ms. Shaniece Hooks for the CPR presentation.  Also, he thanked the citizens for their involvement in improving Pleasant Grove.
