Mayor Pro – Tem Philip Houston made a motion to approve the minutes from the last regular scheduled meeting held on September 15, 2025.

MAYOR’S REPORT

Mayor Yolanda Lawson invited Ms. Annette Dansby to give an overview of the proposed “Senior Center Program”.  Ms. Dansby discussed the benefits of having the program for Pleasant Grove’s seniors, talked about the limited resources needed for the program, and the enormous amount of interest received from the community.  Also, Ms. Dansby mentioned several day trips (zoo, dinner, and shopping) she would like to take the seniors on.  Lastly, Ms. Dansby stated that Councilor Ray Lasiter and Council Elect James Wilkerson are volunteering to help with the program, and talked about a similar program Assistant Pastor Council Elect Geno Brown has at his church and stated that 
Mayor Lawson introduced Representative Patrick Sellers.  Representative Sellers stated that Greater Shilo Missionary Baptist Church will host the Magic City Choir Fest 2025 on October 19, 2025, at 6:00 pm.  Also, Representative Sellers said that the Black Restaurant Week will be hosting the 2nd Annual Cars and Coffee Classic Edition presented by NASCAR October 24,2025, at City Walk.
Mayor Lawson wished Pleasant Grove High School students a happy homecoming week, said that there was a great turnout at the bonfire, and encouraged citizens to come out and support the high school for homecoming October 10, 2025, at 7:00 pm.  She informed citizens of the “College and Career Fair” being held at Bill Harris Arena on October 14, 2025, and mentioned the “Senior Induction Ceremony” being held at Pleasant Grove High School October 13, 2025, at 6:00 pm.  Mayor Lawson stressed how grateful was for Vann Williams Construction and Councilor Regina Williams donations, and for Council Elect James Wilkerson volunteering to cleanup outside City Hall.
