A Resolution of the City of Pleasant Grove, Alabama setting the final assessment of demolition cost for the property located at 809 12th Lane, Pleasant Grove, Alabama in the amount of $12,750.00 to be filed as a lien on said property in accordance with the code of Alabama 11-53B-1.

The hearing on above property was open.  Attorney J D Terry gave an overview of the process that has been taken to demolish 809 12th Lane, then he asked were there anyone that would like to speak on behalf of the property.  No one came forward.  Mayor Yolanda Lawson closed the hearing.
