APPROVAL OF RESOLUTION NO. 2025-21.  A Resolution of the City of Pleasant Grove, Alabama agreeing to use the $10,000.00 grant, secured by Councilor Yolanda Lawson from Senator Merika Coleman, to be used for a basketball court.

Councilor Yolanda Lawson made a motion to approve Resolution No. 2025-21.

The motion was seconded by Councilor Ray Lassiter.

Motion passed unanimously. 

APPROVAL OF RESOLUTION NO. 2025-22.  A Resolution of the City of Pleasant Grove, Alabama entering into an agreement with Salathiel “Pinky” Vann, Meng for streaming services, not to exceed $3,150.00.

MAYOR’S REPORT


OFFICERS OF THE CITY REPORTS 

Recarda Cobb congratulated Mayor Jerry Brasseale on his upcoming retirement and wished him many blessings.

Chief Daniel Reid congratulated Mayor Jerry Brasseale on upcoming retirement and thanked him for the trust.  Also, Chief Reid stated that the Pleasant Grove Police Department is fully staffed.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

Councilor Ray Lassiter stated that paving in Pleasant Grove will stop until after the election, discussed problems with trash pickup, and briefly talked about complaints received on maintaining right-a-ways.  Also, Councilor Lassiter thanked Mayor Jerry Brasseale for the time spent helping him and citizens of Pleasant Grove.

Councilor Kevin Dunn discussed the work he is putting into Pleasant Grove and hopes the next administration continues it.  Councilor Dunn, along with several members of the community, cut trees and picked up loads of debris in the Woodlands and at Pleasant Grove Park. He encouraged citizens to get out and help clean up the community, gave an update on the planned demolition of 809 12th Lane, and said that “	Pleasant Grove Movie Night” will be the first Friday in August.  Also, Councilor Dunn talked about vandalism within the park, installing cameras in the park, and Pleasant Grove Park Board putting together a safety plan for the park. Lastly, Councilor Dunn thanked John Williamson (Building Inspector) for working with the contractors updating Pleasant Grove’s Park, and thanked Mayor Jerry Brasseale for his leadership personally and professionally.

Councilor Eric Calhoun stated that his committees are doing well and thanked all who are involved.  Also, Councilor Calhoun thanked Mayor Jerry Brasseale for his leadership during the City recovering from the tornado and thanked the Mayor and Council for working together.

Mayor Pro-Tem Philip Houston stated that “Summer Reading” is coming to an end, thanked Mayor Jerry Brasseale for his leadership and work during the tornado recovery period, and stated that it has been a pleasure serving with Mayor Brasseale over the years.

             
Councilor Yolanda Lawson stated that she has always respected Mayor Jerry Brasseale’s position and opinion, thanked him for his leadership and assistance, and presented him with a proclamation on behalf of the Council.  With the permission of Mayor Jerry Brasseale, Councilor Lawson introduced former Pleasant Grove High School graduates Orlando Coleman and Ricky Tarrant.  They both gave a brief background of themselves, and gave an overview their “Books Not Bullets” event taking place Sunday, July 27, 2025, at Pleasant Grove Park from 2:00  - 6:00 pm.  Also, Mr. Coleman and Mr. Tarrant invited all Pleasant Grove residents to the event.  Councilor Lawson asked Mayor and Council about persuing legal action on 140 Park Road, due to the property being a public health hazard.  She talked about overgrown tree branches covering stop sign near 5th Way, sink whole between 3rd Terrace and 5th Way, and encouraged citizens to participate in the “Valley Creek Clean up” August 9, 2025. Lastly, Councilor Lawson stated that Senator Merika Coleman’s office has approved the $10,000.00 grant she submitted, which she would like to use for a basketball court in Pleasant Grove.

CITIZENS COMMENTS

Peggy Jean Belin, 24 Park Road Apt. 9, thanked Councilor Ray Lassiter and Attorney Jaquese Gary for working to get trees cut around her apartment exit.

Maria McKinney, 4155 Woodridge Lane, stressed her concerns about powerlines down on Forest Road.  Mayor Jerry Brasseale said he will investigate it.

Mekissa Brown, 440 8th Avenue, inquired about street paving in Pleasant Grove being put on hold until after the election. Councilor Ray Lassiter said that the delay is mainly due to replacing Mayor Jerry Brasseale and Building Inspector who were a part of the street paving committee. 

Lashawn Thompson, 1417 14th Avenue, asked for an update on the park work.  Councilor Kevin Dunn said the Pleasant Grove Park is scheduled to be completed at the end of July.	

Jacquese Gary,1129 4th Way, inquired about “Valley Creek Cleanup”.  Councilor Yolanda Lawson said that it is on Saturday, August 09, 2025, beginning at 8:00 am.
