MAYOR’S REPORT

Mayor Jerry Brasseale asked all candidates for the upcoming election to stand and stated that he would like the citizens to pray for them.  Mayor Brasseale thanked the citizens and employees for allowing him to serve as council member for eight years, and mayor for twenty-five years.  Lastly, Mayor Brasseale said that he will be retiring on July 31, 2025.

Chief Daniel Reid stated that Pleasant Grove had a safe “Fourth of July” and asked for prayers for those in Texas dealing with flooding.

John Williamson said that everything is set for the demolition of 809 12th Lane, and there has been an increase in building permits.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

Councilor Ray Lassiter asked for prayers for the citizens of Texas, said that he’s thankful for no injuries on the “Fourth of July”, and briefly talked about upcoming road paving.

Councilor Kevin Dunn stated that the updates on Pleasant Grove Park are expected to be completed in the last week of July, talked about citizen’s input, and discussed a plan to update lighting in the sports complex.  Councilor Dunn briefly talked about preliminary quotes Mayor Jerry Brasseale presented, discussed funds the City of Pleasant Grove can use to take on lighting project, and is looking to formally present quotes to the council at the next meeting.  Also, Councilor Dunn stated that he is planning a celebration of the newly updated park on the last Friday in August.  This event will begin at 5:00 pm with a movie night included.  Lastly, he explained the process of having 809 12th Lane demolished.

Councilor Eric Calhoun congratulated the Public Safety Department for their work, thanked the committees he’s a part of, and discussed upgrading the Planning Committee bylaws.  Lastly, Councilor Calhoun briefly went over quotes received to provide streaming services.

Mayor Pro-Tem Philip Houston discussed events going on at the library and encouraged citizens to visit.
